The City of Fairbanks Firefighters Association is pleased to announce the release of an original artwork by local artist Sandy Jamieson titled “Local Hire”.  This print was a collaborative effort between the Fairbanks Firefighters and Sandy Jamieson as a fundraiser for the Firefighters Benevolence Fund.
The Firefighters Benevolence Fund was established by the Fairbanks Firefighters Association to generate funds for charitable purposes.  The fund is primarily intended to support firefighters and their families when they are injured or killed in the line of duty. The original oil painting will be displayed at the Fairbanks Fire Department’s Station 1, located at 1101 Cushman St.  There will be an unveiling ceremony on November 25th from 4:00 PM to 6:00 PM at the downtown fire station.  Anyone wishing to see the artwork is invited.  Prints of the painting will be on sale for $60.00 immediately following a brief ceremony.  Mr. Jamieson will be on site to sign prints and fire station tours will be available. 
A second event has been scheduled for December 13th from 2:00 PM to 4:00 PM for those who cannot attend on the 25th.  The artist will again be available to sign and personalize prints.

New Horizons Art Gallery will provide a discount on framing for anyone that purchases a copy of the print.
The Firefighters have approximately 400 copies of the print to sell on a first come, first serve basis.  The next batch will be available after the New Year.  Note cards of the artwork are also available.
